Micro -Surface
Treatment Process

The micro-surface treatment
process is one of the various
engineer approved methods
used to extend the useful
life of a public road. It is
also one of the methods
generating the most ques-
tions after it is applied to
the road. Itis a protective
seal coat that extends the
life of pavement. It is a thin,
tough layer of asphalt emul-
sion blended with finely
crushed stone that offers a
cost-effective  method to
renew the road surface and
seal minor cracks and other
irregularities.

The process is used on
roadways that do not dis-

play signs of deteriora-
tion. The treatment process
preserves the integrity of
the existing roadway and
extends the period of time

before more costly recon-
structive repairs will be re-
quired. This system allows
the Township to preserve
roads that are recognized as
in good -to-excellent condi-
tion and begin to focus at-

tention on poor condition

roadways that require ex-
tensive financial resources
to repair. Micro-surfacing is
a desirable preservation
treatment processto use in
residential neighborhoods
due to the fast curing times
that usually allow residents
to gain access to their prop-
erties within a few hours af-
ter initial application. With
time, roads that have been
micro-surfaced will look like
most other road surfaces.

concrete work, and Contract No. 3 d micro-surface treatment.
Contract No. 1 also included several alternate bids in the event
total costs for all three contracts came in under budget.

The Board of Commissioners took action at their meeting on Feb-
ruary 17 to award Contract 1 to Pennsy Supply in the amount of
$1,080,591 and also Alternate 1 for $186,566. Contract 2 was
awarded to Farhat Excavating in the amount of $453,306. Contract
3 was awarded to Stewart and Tate in the amount of $86,983.
The total cost for all three contracts is $1,807,446.

Contract No. 1 includes various road improvements to Allenview
Drive, Beacon Circle, Beechwood Drive, Clark Street, Elgin Circle,
Foxfire Circle, Foxfire Drive, Holly Drive, Kim Acres Drive, Laurel
Drive, Louise Drive, Old Hollow Road, Richard Lane, Ritter Road,
Scott Street, Spring Run Drive and Wister Circle. The improve-
ments range from base repairs, stormwater pipe replacement and
limited new paving (also see Contract 3). Alternate 1 includes
stormwater pipe replacement and paving of Fisher Road from
Gettysburg Pike to the first sharp turn in the vicinity of Friendship
Park.

Contract No. 2 includes the installation of sidewalk and curb on
the south side of the road that will tie into existing curb and side-
walk on Kim Acres Drive and Aspen Drive and Mt Allen Drive to
the east. The contract also includes driveway and yard restora-
tion. Once the concrete work is completed, Kim Acres Drive will
be paved as part of Contract No. 1

Once base road repairs included in Contract No. 1 are completed,
Contract No. 3 includes micro-surfacing Allenview Drive, Bee-
chwood Drive, Clark Street, Elgin Circle, Foxfire Circle, Rosegarden
Boulevard (not completed in 2015), Scott Street and Wister Circle.
Micro-surfacing is a pavement preservation treatment process.
The purpose of this treatment is to extend the life of the road for
an additional 8 to 10 years. This preservation process does not
include new paving. For an in depth explanation of micro-
surfacing, go to the article on Micro-Surface Treatment Process
included in this edition of the newsletter.

Contractors will be issued notice to proceed in March with an ex-
pected start time in early April. The contract calls for all work to
be substantially complete in 90-days, which means the majority of
the work will be completed by the end of June, barring any un-
foreseen circumstances.
